12．Employment Conditions：  

(1) The monthly salary may vary from 499,700 yen (minimum) to 
618,825 yen (maximum).  

(2) The appointed applicant will be provided with furnished 
residential facilities equipped with electricity, heating and 
water services throughout the term of the contract. Please 
note that the appointed candidate will be responsible for both 
rent and utility costs. 



(3) Upon assuming the post, the candidate will be provided with 
travel expenses.  

(4) Commuting allowance, dependent allowance, bonus, and 
travel expenses for returning home will not be provided.
